“Patience” - to bear a burden; endurance; stedfastness; longsuffering; forbearance.

(Romans 12:12) “... patient in tribulation ...
(James 5:11) “Ye have heard of the patience of Job”

(Hebrews 12:1-3; Phil. 4:11)
