INTRODUCTION

(Matthew 25:31—-33) “When the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the angels
with Him, then He will sit on the throne of His glory.

All the nations shall be gathered before Him, and He will separate them one from another,
as a shepherd divides sheep from the goats.

And He will set the sheep on His right hand, but the goats on the left.”

(Revelation 20:11-12) “Then I saw a great white throne and Him who sat on it,

from whose face the earth and the heavens fled away. And there was found no place for them.
And Isaw the dead, small and great, standing before God (“before the throne”),

and books were opened. And another book was opened, which is the Book of Life.

And the dead were judged according to their works,

by the things which were written in the books.”

4. JUDGMENT DAY

(Hebrews 9:27) “And as it is appointed for men to die once,
but after this the judgment.” ‘

1) The greatest crowd ever assembled.

(Matthew 25:31-32) “When the Son of Man comes in His glory ...
All the nations will be gathered before Him ...

(Romans 14:10) “For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ”
(Revelation 20:11-12) “Then I saw a great white throne and Him who
saton it ... Isaw the dead, small and great, standing before the throne”

2) The greatest individual reckoning or accounting.

(Romans 14:12) “So then each of us shall give account of himselfto God”

(2 Corinthians 5:10) “So we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ
that each one may receive the things done in the body ...

3) The greatest Judge.

(Matthew 25:31-32) “When the Son of Man ... He will sit on the throne ...
(2 Timothy 4:6-8) (v8) “the Lord, the righteous Judge” ;
(Romans 2:11) “For there is no partiality with God”
(Acts 17:30-31) “ ... because He has appointed a day on which He will judge
the world in righteousness by the Man whom He has ordained.
He has given assurance of this to all by raising Him from the dead.”



4) The greatest books will be opened.

(Revelation 20:12) “... and books were opened,
and another book was opened, which is the Book of Life ... «

1. The Word of God (Bible): (John 12:48-50; Romans 2:2)

2. The *“Book of Life”

(Philippians 4:3) * ... whose names are in the Book of Life”

(Luke 10:20) “rejoice because your names are written in heaven”

(Hebrews 12:23) “to the general assembly and church of the first-born
who are registered (“enrolled”) in heaven ...

This is vital to salvation:  (Revelation 20:15) “And anyone
not found written in the Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire.”

(Revelation 21:27) * ... enterit ...
only those who are written in the Lamb’s Book of Life.”

Warning:  (Psalm 69:27-28) “be blotted out of the living,
and not be written with the righteous.”
(Exodus 32:33) “Iwill blot him out of My book”
(Revelation 3:5) “and I will not blot out his name from the
Book of Life, but will confess his name before My Father ...
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5) The greatest separation ever known to mankind. |

(Matthew 25:31-34) “ ... All nations will be gathered before Him,
and He will separate them one from another ...
(v33) “He will set the sheep on His right hand, but the goats on the left.”

6) So, it will be a day of the greatest surprise to many: (Matthew 7:21-28)

7) It will be the greatest final event that ushers in eternity.
